One of priorities of development of the national higher
education system is realization of Bologna declaration
principles including assistance to the European
cooperation in quality assurance of education with the
aim to develop comparable criteria and methodology.

Each national system has its own characteristics
which are not always transparent and clear for global
education system.

So it was a logical step, given by ministers at the
Berlin conference of European Association for Quality
Assurance in Higher Education (ENQA), in cooperation
with European University Association (EUA), European
Association of Institutions in Higher Education (EURASHE)
and the National Unions of Students in Europe (ESIB) to
develop the acceptable set of standards, procedures and
methodologies for quality assessment and adequate
external expertise system to ensure the quality and / or
system of accrediting agencies (bodies).

Three general objectives are defined for realization
of the purposes of the Bologna Process in the Berlin
communiqué:

e to develop European standards for external and
internal quality assurance and accreditation agencies;

e tooblige the European accreditation agencies to
be certified every five years;

e topublish European Register of quality assurance
agencies.

In that regard, there have developed the «Standards
and Guidelines for Quality Assurance in the European.
Higher Education Area» containing requirements for
self-assessment (internal expertise), foreign expertise
and activities of the accreditation agency.

It should be noted that the Standards have advisory
nature and are urged to provide comparability of
national quality assurance systems at preservation of
their historical and cultural traditions. Especially the

variety of the developed socio-cultural and educational
traditions led to the need for a common approach to the
definition of quality standards and quality assurance in
higher education. Therefore, when describing standards
there is focused on general principles:

e equalinterest in high quality of higher education
of all stakeholders (students, employers, society);

e growth of universities’ responsibility in
accordance with the development of institutional
autonomy and independence;

e  orientation of external quality assurance to
mitigate / alleviate responsibility of higher education
institutions for achieving goals.

In this context the role of the Standards and Guidelines
for Quality Assurance in formation and development
of national systems is defined by the purpose of these
standards: creation of full-fledged quality assurance
system for the European Higher Education Area formed
within the Bologna Process.

Within the realization of the Bologna Process,
importance and efficiency of the ESG, their huge influence
on the development of systems, processes and quality
assurance procedures at institutional and national levels
are proved.

The issue on quality assurance was discussed again at
the Bucharest Ministerial Conference in 2012. Noting the
importance of quality assurance for the establishment of
trustin the European Higher Education Area and enhance
its attractiveness, the ministers agreed to review the
ESG to improve. This is essentially the result of increase
and diversification of requirements to quality assurance
agencies.

In March, 2013, the General assembly of EQAR in
Dublin (Ireland) decided to revise the European Standards
and Guidelines, which accurately and clearly prescribes
the further development of quality assurance system
within the Bologna Process. First of all, accreditation
agencies are recommended:

1. TokeeptheBolognastructure ofhighereducation
(three cycles) for compliance of quality assurance with
European qualifications frameworks and qualifications
of the European Higher Education Area. Besides, it
should give clear recommendations concerning Diploma
Supplement and ECTS as they aren’t fully applied in most
countries.

2. To reflect in quality standards in the European
Higher Education Area such priorities, as employment
and mobility.

3. Standards of internal quality assurance also
can consider other key aspects (quality of services
for students, career/career guidance for pupils and
graduates, development of the financial management
capacity, etc.).

During the work of the General Assembly of the EQAR
(Dublin, 2013), the experts recognized that «agencies
on quality assurance are still rather new practice in the
European Higher Education Area». As you know in recent
years the main models of quality assurance systems
created in the European countries (system of quality
assessment, accreditation system, system of quality
audit, benchmarking) has transformed to accreditation
systems.

However, the growth in the number of such agencies
increases and raises some concerns about their
independence and professionalism.

Therefore it is reasonable to consider possibility of
their merge on the various bases. For example, on the
basis of regional or language proximity, by opportunities
of development of disciplinary activity field, i.e. unlike
narrow area of professional specialization, these
agencies can certify specialized institutions, or specific
area together with national criteria.

Dr. Achim Hopbach, the President of ENQA, thinks
that in the process of Standards revision it is important
to pay attention on providing the common set of values
and principles as reference points for all subjects of
quality assurance system. Thus the general values and
principles have to be focused on:

e developmental function (accounting of universities
expectations: maintenance of internal development);

e gccountability (accounting of politicians’ interests
in the field of education: obtaining reliable information
for policy and management decisions at the level of
individual educational systems);

e transparency (accounting of public interests:
obtaining reliable information about educational
programs or groups of programs for their comparison).

The revised standards are projected on the formation
of national quality assessment systems which on
condition of inclusion of the specified parameters should
contribute to the harmonization of educational programs
and other aspects of universities’ activity within the
Bologna Process.

Firstly, in this regard the importance of the European
Standards and Guidelines is defined in direct assistance
of realization of the Bologna Process parameters in the
European Higher Education Area. Secondly, the role of
the Standards in the formation and improvement of
national quality assessment systems of higher education
is:

e to create a unified system of values and the
principles of quality assessment of higher education
according to the international standards;

e to create quality assurance tools of accreditation
agencies and to ensure mutual trust between them;

e to provide a choice of agencies to universities
on the basis of determining the usefulness and value
of accreditation results for universities, students,
employers;

e to promote the effective realization of general
parameters of the Bologna Process.

According to the guidelines of ESG, recently
established national independent accreditation agencies
have developed their own standards. Thus because of the
complex nature of educational activity of universities,
standards of Kazakhstan agencies are directed on
identifying quality of the infrastructure of educational
process, process quality, quality of teaching staff, quality
of graduates preparation.

Revision of the European Standards and Guidelines
will certainly contribute to further development of
activity of all agencies (not only Kazakhstan) included
into the National Register, through harmonization of
their standards.

Further improvement of Kazakhstan’s quality
assurance system will allow solving such priority
problems, as: increase transparency in quality assurance;
improvement of quality of training and research;
activation of accreditation procedures of technical
and vocational education; accreditation of secondary
education; full membership of national accreditation
agencies in ENQA; entry of national accreditation
agencies into EQAR.

All this is aimed at:

e increasing competitiveness of Kazakhstan higher
education institutions;

e integration into the European Higher Education
Area;

e strengthening the attractiveness of educational
programs in Kazakhstan universities.

Certainly, the independent national quality assurance
system has the impact on achievement of the expected
results mentioned above. Thus it would be inexpedient to
give exclusive character of this role as quality assurance
is directed on achievement, first of all, measured effect.
The quantitative description of quality is not able to
cover all aspects of educational process. Therefore it
is necessary to speak about the influence of national
quality assurance system on a specific aspect of higher
education. As a whole, the positive impact of quality
assurance on higher education can be no doubt.

The Register is a reliable, authoritative
reference point and serves as a basis for recognition of

registered agencies, their decisions and — ultimately — of

qualifications from higher education institutions that
were quality assured by a registered agency.

Currently, there is working on a new version of
European standards and guidelines ESG. What to expect
from the new edition, and difficulties the experts faced?

The revised ESG are expected to be adopted by
ministers in 2015, 10 years after the current version
was adopted. A lot has happened since and the revised
ESG will reflect how higher education in Europe has
developed, and address the new challenges.

For instance, in more and more countries higher
education institutions are able to choose from amongst all
EQAR-registered agencies for their regular accreditation,
evaluation or audit. This was not common 8 years ago
when the current ESG were drafted, and thus they were
based on the presumption that there is one agency that
accredits all institutions in one country or system.

I also expect that the ESG will show more clearly
the links between quality assurance and other Bologna
instruments, especially qualifications frameworks. This
link is crucial, because it is the bridge between quality
assurance processes and quality of qualifications:
qualifications frameworks are de facto quality standards,
formulated in terms of learning outcomes. The revised
ESG will also address a number of technical issues and,
for instance, resolve some ambiguities that exist in the
current ESG.

There are more than once discussed about EQAR
and ENQA activities, how they interact with each other.
What can you say about it?

EQAR is a register of agencies, and ministers asked
for it to be established as an authoritative reference
point, to promote trust and recognition as | said before.
ENQA is an association of quality assurance agencies
and the “voice of agencies” at the European level. ENQA
serves as a platform for exchange between agencies,
networking, capacity building and development of
quality assurance approaches. We are each working to
fulfil our own mission and of course we are always in
very close contact with each other.

In this context, work of which organization, you
think, is more effective?

I don’t think it is the right approach to compare the
two organisations’ effectiveness, because of our different
roles and purposes. But | believe that both organisations
are effective in fulfilling their respective purpose.

At the present time, time of globalization and
internationalization, the Bologna process is feedback
from all parts of the world. Can we talk about the
global system of quality assurance in the future? What
is the opinion of the EQAR Secretariat?

Guidelines for Good Practice, and they are an important
collection of commonly agreed principles in quality
assurance that are shared across all regions of the world.
In addition, there are several initiatives for bi-regional
discussion and collaboration.

It will be interesting to see what level of convergence
there will be between different regional standards or
systems. If you look at the current ESG, for instance, there
are probably only a few ideas that are very specifically
European, but a large part of the principles they enshrine
might also be shared in many other regions of the world.

Today the national system of higher education
in Kazakhstan is open to all providers of quality
assessment. There are both national and foreign
agencies on the market of accreditation, which nothing
definite can be said about other countries signed the
Bologna Declaration. How can you comment on this
situation?

Kazakhstan is one of the countries that have acted
swiftly in response to the establishment of EQAR and the
Bucharest Communiqué commitment to allow EQAR-
registered agencies to operate across the EHEA. The
approach of a national register, with EQAR registration
as a precondition, is one of the possible models to follow.

but this discussion can only be held between the different
stakeholders in the Kazakh higher education system.

I am glad that international accreditation receives
such high interest by Kazakh higher education
institution. It is of course new that higher education
institutions can choose themselves with which agency to
work, and we will see how that changes the interaction
between agencies and institutions. But | hope that one
expected benefit will occur in practice, namely that the
commitment of both agencies and institutions to the
external quality assurance process will increase.

the integration of innovation, medical education and
practice through the development of modern computer
technology is the most important to identify factors that
affect the training of medical personnel.

The new model based on the principles of academic
freedom and institutional autonomy can contribute to the
integration of these components of the University. The
practical application of knowledge-based professional
training of scientific personnel or development of
scientific competence is necessary for innovation.

Modern medicine is not only knowledge but also
the use of new technologies to combat diseases, their
prevention, which will ultimately improve life quality of
population.

Knowledge and initiative require leadership that can’t
be educated without academic freedom, professionalism
and scientific research.

The health care system provides the strategic
interdependence and cooperation between clinical and
academic organizations with view to their strengthening
and development.

International experience demonstrates that the result
of such interaction is much higher compared to their
separate use in a single hospital, university or research
organization.

University opportunities will increase with the
development of their own clinics and platforms for
technology transfer, bringing together clinical, scientific
and educational activities of the university. This will form
an integrated academic health system of the university.

The integration will accelerate the creation of the
«Clinic of the Future», where the conditions for a full cycle
of services from high-tech minimally invasive treatment
to rehabilitation and disease prevention will be created.

An important task of the university is to develop a
patient-oriented approach in the work of managers and
clinical staff. Sufficient capacity to transfer knowledge
to future medical students will have accumulated. The
meaning of integration and academic health system is
just in that.

The introduction of a number of key managerial and
technological innovations is necessary for successful
problem solving. Analysis and long-term strategy,
taking into account existing and planned resources,
infrastructure features, access to modern technology, the
state of health of citizens and the mentality of doctors
and the public are needed.

Participation in research and the ability to transfer
this knowledge is needed to be at the forefront of modern
medicine. The modern physician must have three key
qualities - to be a clinician, scientist and educator.

The doctor should be able to make difficult
management decisions at all levels of health care system
based on epidemiological, demographic situation and the

Such skills are not possible without the integration
and coordinated teamwork.

Much has already been done. There are
infrastructural facilities, staff with long experience in
teaching, and the students.

Innovations in medical education aimed at individual
training and development of skills and techniques of
scientific research are needed to achieve the goal.

The undergraduate program aims is to develop the
skills of constant and continuous learning and research
among students. The student must be able to integrate
knowledge and experience, concentrate of intellectual
capacity and introduce of new technologies. All this
is necessary in order to instill the quality of socially
responsible professional in a future doctor. Effective
interaction and multi-disciplinary approach is a
requirement of modern health care. This allows looking
at the problems of patients from all sides.

Moreover, students should be involved in conducting
both basic and clinical research. This will enable them to
acquire basic research skills that will help them later in
the process of lifelong learning.

In this regard, biomedical science at the University
must be fundamental and applied.

Current global trends in biomedicine include
interdisciplinary interaction and early practical
application of the results of basic research. Further
development of these areas is impossible without
international cooperation.

Results: There is the department of scientific
innovation and technology transfer to the regions in
KazNMU. It was founded in 2012. The department
consists of sector innovation and patent information
support research; fundraising department and the expert
committee on registration of acts of implementation
in practical health and educational process. The main
objectives of the department are to promote innovation
in the university, the search for the University within
extra-budgetary funds, as well as the transfer of new
technologies. Positive image of the university is created
by introducing innovative products of university into the
practice of regional health organizations.

Department of Innovation and Technology Transfer
forms the scientific database on innovation, innovation
managers, organizes training, and develops international
cooperation in the field of innovation and technology
transfer and intellectual property protection. The
department carries out transfer of university innovations
such as the patented scientific achievements of employees
in the field of diagnostic and medical services through the
Internet. The department forms the database of video
conferences, which later might be translated to other
facilities and interested professionals.

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new teaching methods are being actively implemented
via telemedicine at the level of providers of primary
health care services. Algorithms on the epidemiology
and vaccination of «Schools of vaccination» will be
brought to each emergency doctor. Online lectures for
emergency doctors will be held with the participation of
visiting professors of the University.

Coordinator of E-leaning of
GIZ, Nicolas Hyuging, the representatives of the Kyrgyz
State Medical Institute with the rector of the Institute,
Professor T. Chubakov, representatives of National
Education and Clinical Center of Family Medicine of
the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Tajikistan
with the director T. Dzhabarova participated in the
seminar. Rector of the University A. Akanov and 10
employees of the university, who are responsible for the
implementation of the program of distance technologies
in the university, also participated. As a result of fruitful
work a trilateral «<Agreement on academic, scientific and
practical cooperation in the field of continuing medical
education» between the organizations of these countries
was signed. Increased competition, internationalization
and necessity in harmonization of Kazakhstan education
with other educational systems occur in the education
market and the labor market. These trends lead to
changes in educational policy to the further integration
of scientific technologies, transfer of clinical advances in
health care practice.

«Epidemiology, clinical features, diagnosis, treatment
and prevention of Crimean-Congo hemorrhagic fever
(CCHF)» was conducted with the support of the Ministry
of Health, the Committee Sanitary Inspection, the State
Enterprise «Scientific and Practical Center of sanitary and
epidemiological expertise and monitoring», and regional
and district departments. This conference was held by
KazNMU for epidemiologists of sanitary epidemic station,
hospital epidemiologists, regional and local doctors,
specialists, labs on April 18, 2012.

The problems of infection control, diagnosis,
treatment and prevention of HIV infection, which are
currently relevant in the world, were presented by tutors
on online medinar. (online conference devoted to topical
problems of modern medicine). The conference was held
in KazNMU on June 29, 2012. Situation of HIV infection
in the world and in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
clinical course of the disease, diagnosis, treatment and
prevention of HIV-infected individuals were presented.
Management of patients with this pathology, diagnosis
and treatment algorithms were presented by experts of
KazNMU and the city.

Online- medinar on the theme «The use of clinical
management of patients with tuberculosis, HIV co-
infection for the transfer in the Pavlodar region»
was organized by the Department of Innovation and
Technology Transfer scientific KazNMU on November 6,
2012. The event was dated for the World Day Quality
and coincided with the month of tuberculosis, which
contributed to the integration of the scientific potential
of the university and practical health care. Infectious
disease doctors, epidemiologists, physicians’ laboratory
services of the Pavlodar region took partin that interactive
learning.

Online learning has spread recently and is actively
used in different countries. It is possible with the use
of the Internet resources and other modern computer
technology.

This training in the field of medicine is not only a new
method, but also a truly innovative. It provides a new level
of access to quality education, eliminating the territorial
barriers, consistent with global trends, and promotes the
growth of demand for quality educational services. It also
takes advantage of a common educational space of the
international community; creates and uses new forms of
training to improve quality, thus integrating them with
other forms of training.

The principle of the integration of the science and
practice by strengthening the research activities at the
Medical University, bringing to the educational activities
of highly skilled healthcare professionals through
telemedicine and online medinar will improve the quality

of training and the competitiveness of the graduate in
the labor market. The explanation for the development,
design and implementation of online distance learning
is economic feasibility, which allows saving the financial
costs by 50-70% with the possibility of wider students
coverage. Another advantage of online interaction in the
process of acquiring new knowledge is the developments
of computing technologies to increase the efficiency of
training.

It should be noted that the development, design
and implementation of online interactions in a medical
institute supports innovative method of training
and dictates the necessity the formation of certain
requirements to the student contingent. These include
self-discipline, self-control and motivation for learning,
and the development of collaborative thinking among
students. Distance learning method is undoubtedly
innovative and effective as an additional method of
education, non-competitive with traditional methods of
learning.

Education with the use of modern technology will be
a valuable source of knowledge for patient care, and the
availability of opportunities in getting information to the
general public with a flexible training schedule.

A comprehensive evaluation of the system will
facilitate the analysis of the effectiveness of learning
through innovative technology and will seek additional
methods to reduce the economic costs. The introduction
of a new business model of the product and technology
transfer to the regions through remote platform from
Adobe Connect will integrate research, innovation and
practice.

As the leading role in the transition to an efficient
economy based on knowledge has always belonged
to the universities, formation of innovative education
system, which should provide high-quality training of
a new generation of skilled, responsive to innovation,
ready to create and implement innovative projects of
professionals is the main link of the innovation strategy
of KazNMU.

Conclusions: Online interaction will facilitate the
integration into general education space, will satisfy
the demand for high-quality, affordable and timely
educational services to consumers, expand the range of
activities of educational institutions and increase social
and professional mobility of medical staff.

In Address of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, Nursultan Abishevich Nazarbayev «New
Kazakhstan in the new world» in order to ensure the
competitiveness of the country and its citizens proposed
phased implementation of the cultural project «Trinity of
languages», according to which it is necessary to develop
three languages: Kazakh as the state language, Russian
as a language of international communication and
English as the language of successful integration into the
global economy. [1] This idea has been continued in the
speech of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan N.A.
Nazarbayev at the XIX session of the Assembly of People
of Kazakhstan «The way of Kazakhstan: the stability,
unity, modernization» in which it was pointed out that an
important aspect of economic and social modernization is
the development of the trinity of languages. [2] Certainly,
a leading factor in the successful implementation of this
idea is the system of education, in particular, the process
of training of multilingual professionals in priority sectors

According
to the Minister, within the solutions of extremely
ambitious and important objectives of the nation’s leader
N.A. Nazarbayev, one of the main priorities of literary
education of Kazakhstan is determination of the specific
ways of multilingual education.

It is a significant reassessment of the role and place
of linguists in the content of education due to the project
“The Trinity of languages”, initiated by the President.

In accordance with the objectives given in the State
program of education development, functioning and
development of languages for 2011-2020 and the
cultural program of the «Trinity of languages», by 2020
100% of high school graduates must possess the Kazakh
language, 90% of the population - Russian and 20% -
English languages. The country conducts a number of
activities, including: implementation of early learning
English at school, the work on preparation teachers of
English etc.

Inthelight of solved problems of multilingual education
and the task of creation of the effective multilingual
environment is set for higher educational institutions
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Today introduction of
multilingual education is carried out practically in all
higher education institutions, including the Pavlodar
State Pedagogical Institute.

The implementation of multilingualism in institute is
the basis of formation of a person, capable of an active life
in multinational and multicultural environment, having
a strong sense of understanding and respect for other
cultures, and the ability to live in peace and harmony
with people of different nationalities, races and religions.
Knowledge of languages can directly demonstrate
connection with the world history and at the same
time deeply national cultural and historical uniqueness.
Multilingual education is focused and organized process
of training, education and development of a student,
which has its own characteristics. [5].

First of all, the Pavlodar State Pedagogical Institute
created multilingual education development program for
2012-2015, defining the contents and ways of introduction
of a multilingualism in the course of vocational training
of polylingual pedagogical specialists within stage-by-
stage implementation of the state project «Trinity of
Languages» [6].

The main objectives of the Program are:

- development of the conceptual foundations of
multilingual education, defining the strategy, goals and
objectives, the content and the way of its development;

-determination of the mechanism and implementation
phases of this program.

Implementation of the Program of development of
multilingual education should provide training for a new
generation of multilingual highly qualified pedagogical
profile, demanded in the labor market. The introduction
of multilingual education should provide an innovative
vector of institution development that promotes the
integration of Kazakhstan into the world information and
educational space.

According to the
program, the main aspects of multilingual education are
in development of conceptual framework defining the
strategy, goals, objectives, content, main directions of its
development, and stages of implementation.

In our view, the conceptual foundations of multilingual
education are to develop the legal, theoretical,
methodological,  scientific, methodological  and
organizational support teaching and educational process
of the university.

I. The legal basis includes legislative instruments that
existin the field of education and the state language policy
[7, 8,9, 10]. The development of language in the changed
circumstances, tasks set by the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan N.A. Nazarbayev, require improvement
of the legal framework aimed at strengthening the
institutional status of Kazakh as the state language,
the preservation of the Russian language sociolinguistic
activity and the development of foreign languages as
means of integration into the global community.

Il. One of the main aspects of the development of
multilingual education is to provide continuous and multi-
level language training for students and teachers. With
this purpose the university is working on the following
areas:

1. Learning foreign language from an early age. To
teach English from grade 1 since the 2013-2014 school
years.

The curricula of the specialties «Pre-school education
and training», «Pedagogy and methodology of primary
education», along with the compulsory subjects such as
«Foreign Language», «Professionally-oriented foreign
language», introduced additional training course «Family
education» (in English language, «Foreign Language for
Special Purposes», «Methods of scientific and pedagogical
research» (in English). It is planned to expand language
training for students of these disciplines later.

2. The introduction of practice of teaching
mathematics and science in English after graduating
elementary school.

3. Opening specialties in universities with teaching
subjects in English.

Since 2010, PSPI began to train teachers in English in
the field of «Biology», «Mathematics», and «Physics».
Since 2012, there is teaching of specialties «Pre-school
education and training», «Pedagogy and methodology
of primary education» in English. The total number
of students of 1, 2, 3 courses on these specialties is on
21.05.2013 - 381 people.

Since 2011-2012 students of 1-2 courses on specialty
«Biology» were presented elective disciplines in English:
«Professional English», and basic disciplines of the
compulsary component «Zoology vertebrates». In 2012-

2013 there were courses in English: «Foreign Language
for Special Purposes», «Systematics of Plants», «Basic
scientific research», «Workshop for Biology» and
«Biogeocenology».

Since 2010 there was defined the theme of initiative
research - «Multilingualism in teaching physics» for
students of physical and mathematical faculty. Since
September, 2011-2012 there was begun teaching
physics in English for 2 courses students. In 2012-2013
the following disciplines were given in English: «Foreign
Language for Special Purposes», «Scientific and technical
translation», «Introduction course of mathematics»,
«Electromagnetism bases», «Nuclear  Physics»,
«Professional foreign language», and «Mathematics at
school».

In 2012-2013 students of specialties: «Preschool
Education», «Pedagogy and methods of primary
teaching» had some courses in English: «Foreign
Language for Special Purposes», «Family Education»,
«Methods of scientific and pedagogical research» on the
2 course, and «Environment studying»on the 3 course.

4. Preparing English teachers of universities

Since 2012-2013 teachers of PSPI can get education on
the specialty «Foreign language: two foreign languages».

5. Practice on determining the level of English
proficiency based on established test TOEFL and IELTS

Every year there are organized courses on advanced
study of foreign language for teachers and students.
Course contentis aimed at the mastery of foreign language
within the level of TOEFL and IELTS for preparations of
teachers into «Bolashak» program.

6. Promotional activities at all public levels about the
necessity of studying English

PSPI conducts systematic work on development of
polylingual education, and expanded learning of foreign
languages. This work is conducted among students and
teachers about need of improvement of foreign language
skills.

Along with it, the higher education institution conducts
information and explanatory work through mass media
among the population of the region.

One of the informational components of PSPl is the
university website, which provides information, materials,
and publications in Kazakh, Russian and English.

Ill. Theoretic- methodological support of multilingual
education is in:

- the organization of scientific and educational
research in the development of multilingual education;

- the work of Linguistic Center established in
May 2012. The goal of the Center is development of
professional skills and experience significant speech

To achieve this goal Linguistic Centre has developed a
number of tasks:

- Strengthening of foreign language and
communication training, discovery and development of
new areas of learning in the context of deep exploration
learners of foreign languages.

At present, on the basis of the Linguistic Centre
PSPI has the following language programs, «English»,
«Chinese», «Turkish language», and IELTS courses.

From 1 October 2012 the Linguistic Centre of PSPI
launched the first stream of students for courses
in English, Korean, Turkish and other languages.
Knowledge of foreign language has become almost
essential to everyone, not only in the learning process,
in the course of research in the labor force, but also for
a comfortable existence in everyday life (for example,
read the instructions or indications for use of household
appliances, medicines in any foreign language, etc.).

There
are also requests on studying of Kazakhstan experience
from Poland, Malaysia, China, and Ukraine.

In 2011 the Ministry of Education and science has
developed the Bolashak Scholarship plan for 2011-2015.
According to this development plan the scholarship will
have the program-target method of training abroad.

Now the training of specialists will be conducted
according to the target-oriented applications of
government bodies and organizations. Thus an employer
defines himself who from employees needs this training.
The target-oriented applications have to correspond to
the national and industry programs, and consider real
needs in human recourses in the regions.

After graduating (academic study or internship)
fellows are obliged to return to the organizations in
regions for 3 years’ working off on their specialty.

Within the National Program for Boosted Industrial-
Innovation Development we carried out great analysis
and found that the organizations and enterprises of
Kazakhstan first of all are interested in short-term
professional development of the key workers and point
study of concrete experience of an organization and
transfer of applied technologies.

Since 2012, we launched the project of short-term
training for scientific and pedagogical, technical and
medical workers.

It is necessary
to emphasize that the best foreign practices introduced
into the national production, educational and scientific
process, will allow to develop the professional potential
and to be competitive on the labor market of Kazakhstan.

The preparation of multilingual scientific and
pedagogical specialists is a special priority for us.

As agreed with educational organizations of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the preparation of teachers and
scientists will be organized in the best foreign scientific
centers according to the careful plans directly related to
research interests of the home organization.

Thus, the Bolashak Scholarship is a particular
mechanism for staffing of the main areas and projects in
the country development for the next decade.

Taking into account the number of graduates there
are planned 1093 grants in 2013.

In 2013 the application for the Bolashak Program is
open from February 11 to October 1.

There are so many examples of success of the Bolashak
Scholarship fellows, their contribution to the country’s
development.

192 students were taught on medical specialties; more
than 150 the Scholarship holders now study abroad. In
addition, last year groups of medical management staff

EDUCATION

Toleubayev Kazbek is a doctoral graduate of the
Wageningen University in the Netherlands. Now he
manages the scientific department of the Kazakh scientific
institute of plant protection and quarantine. His unique
technology actually saved the green belt of Astana which
was struck by a rare beetle pest.

Iskakova Aisha works in the National Center for
Biotechnology. Aisha develops methods to rationalization
of medicines reception. Based on this approach tens of
people with coronary heart disease have an opportunity
to correct doses of the preparation without side effects.

The project of Baktybayev Maksut was included into
the Industrialization Map of Kazakhstan. Maksut creates
a multipurpose complex for breeding, fattening and meat
processing. Today more than 1000 heads of highly-yield
breeding cattle from the USA and Australia are delivered.

Within the Bolashak Program about 40 unique creative
professionals were trained.

Few know that the well-known conductor, Alan
Buribayev, is our graduate. Mukhitdinov Abzal, a chief
conductor of the symphonic orchestra of Astana, studied
under the Bolashak Program in York University of Great
Britain (Master degree program).

Our young stars - Maria Mudriak, Aisha Orazbayeva,
Tynybekovs have taken music world by storm. In 2010
Maria Mudriak was included into the Guinness Book of
Records as the youngest opera singer of the famous La
Scala Opera in Milan.

It is necessary to emphasize that graduates bring a
real experience of professional ethics, corporate culture,
and social modernization beyond a sound knowledge.

Training abroad has a beneficial impact on the
scholarship holders and graduates behavior, their
personal and professional enrichment; professional
contribution to the national economy development as
results of knowledge work, resources, contacts and
special (rare for the country) skills.

As known one of the selection criteria on the Bolashak
scholarship is knowledge of Kazakh language. That is
why the vast majority of fellows are Kazakh-speaking.
However, before the departure their native language
was not excellent. In fact, the fellows experience an
acute need for improving language skills, a great longing
for the Kazakh cuisine, music and traditions studying
and living abroad. During the training they go through

They understand the origin
of «Kazakh» becoming a patriot in the conditions of
cruel, all-consuming globalization erasing all borders:
Westernization, Americanization, homogenization etc.

Such “internal evolution” has led many students
abroad to organize students’ associations. These
associations are united not only scholarship holders,
but also representatives of local Kazakh diasporas.
Associations also promoted carrying out a number of
holidays and important events which acquainted the local
population of other countries with the Kazakh culture,
cuisine and traditions.

After return many Bolashak fellows consolidated into
communities: Bolashak Association, Corporate Fund
«Bolashak», AAA (Astana Alumni Association), ATC
(Astana Toastmasters Club), Global Shapers Community
in Astana, Café Scientifique, etc. All these organizations
help the further development and mobilization of the
youth, and they are a powerful resource of practical and
creative ideas of the young population in the country.

Today the creative specialists of the Bolashak Program
promote the development of Kazakh film industry covering
national traditions, with the use of modern technologies.
The activity of our fellows helps to popularize Kazakh
language in the national cinematography. For example,
members of Bolashak Association proposed to translate
the best Hollywood cinemas and animation movies into
Kazakh language before premier displays, and to present
them at the same time. Thus, Kazakh viewers have the
language choice supporting the state language.

These are the first steps in the development of modern
directions at cinema: action, fantasy, animation pictures,
and special effects.

Thus, summing up the realization of the Bolashak
Program, first of all, we should mention that this project
became the effective mechanism of the formation of
national intellectual, business and progressive part of
society.

The development of regions is a priority

Nowadays the main objective of the Bolashak Program
as an important mechanism of “Strategy-2050”, is in the
specialists training for regions. This year representatives
of the Ministry of Education and Science of Kazakhstan
will hold meetings with target-oriented audience: officers
of the state bodies, graduates of higher education
institutions, workers of the largest regional companies,
medical employees. Applications are open for Master,
Doctoral studies, internship for scientific, pedagogical,
medical and technical specialists. The deadline is from
February 18 to October 1, 2013.

There are the following categories to apply to the
Program: self-, scientific and pedagogical staff, and
graduates of regional higher education institutions of the
current year, medical and technical employees.

Applicants for Master studies can go to the language
courses for 18 months abroad, for the internship — 6
months.

INDEPENDENT ACCDEDITATION

Kazakhstan’s integration into the international
educational space, the active participation of higher
education institutions (HEI) and the Ministry of Education
and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan (MES RK) in
work of various networks in the field of education was
a prerequisite for changes in the national system of
educational quality assessment. The principles of the
Bologna Process became directing vectors of education
system changes and laid down the basis of the State
Program of Education Development in the Republic of
Kazakhstan for 2011-2020.

The priority of each country is to provide high quality
of higher education — this was the conclusion of Ministers
of the European Higher Education Area (EHEA) at the
ministerial conference in Bucharest, April 26, 2012. In
this context, transparency of education management
system, openness and objectivity of procedures, public
participation became a distinctive feature of changes
occurring today in Kazakhstan.

The traditional instrument for assessing the quality of
education in the world is the accreditation. What is its
specificity in Kazakhstan? It is the fact that the quality is
evaluated not by trained managers from the state system,
but by the expert group consisting of representatives of
the academic community. The representatives of various
stakeholder groups, including employers, learners, and
representatives of professional associations are involved
in the assessment process. In order to ensure the principle
of transparency foreign experts, who has an experience in
quality assessment in their own countries, are involved in
procedures of accreditation. During the accreditation of
HEI by foreign agencies MES RK recommends to include
to the experts team at least one expert from Kazakhstan.

Stage 1. Emergence of Accreditation.

In Kazakhstan accreditation was carried out for the
first time in 2001 in the form of the state accreditation
based on quantitative parameters which were presented
by higher education institutions to the MES RK. Thus, at
that time formally were accredited 59 HEI of Kazakhstan.

During the period from 1999 to 2012 major strategic
documents that defined the basic principles, goals,
objectives and mechanisms of gradual implementation of
the state policy in the field of education and the creation
of national system of educational quality assessment
were adopted.

According to those documents we can highlight
following basic means of educational quality assessment
operating on a permanent basis in the Republic of
Kazakhstan: licensing, state certification, state inspection,
accreditation, ranking of educational organization,
Unified National Testing (UNT), External Evaluation of
Educational Achievements (EEEA), the certification of

Stage 2. Development of the Accreditation
Process in Kazakhstan.

In 2005, National Accreditation Center of the Ministry
of Education and Science of RK (NAC) was created, and
in 2009 a successful attempt to start a new form of
accreditation took place. As a result of this beginning
in 2009-2010 thirty three Kazakh higher education
institutions received accreditation certificates. At that
time institutional accreditation was conducted by the
NAC and Independent Kazakhstan Quality Assurance
Agency for Education (IQAA) and it was only form of
accreditation.

Asyoualready understood, NACwas a state body under
the MES RK, whereas IQAA — an independent agency.
However, both agencies used common standards for
accreditation, which were approved by the government.
Together with this, the Rules and Instruction regulating
the order of carrying out the accreditation were approved.

Stage 3. Modernization of the Accreditation
Process in Kazakhstan.

Since 2011, there is a process of formation of the
accreditation institution as a system of independent
quality assessment.

Changes reflected, first of all, in a number of normative
legal acts, starting from the Law on Education. By the order
of the Minister of Education and Science of Kazakhstan
(dated from December 30, 2011, No. 556) the “Rules and
Requirements for National Registers of Accreditation
Institutions, Accredited Education Institutions and
Education Programs” of the Republic of Kazakhstan was
enacted. The Provision on the Republican Accreditation
Council of the MES RK and its composition was approved
as well. According to this regulation the Republican
Accreditation Council consists of representatives of:

e MES RK;

e higher education institutions (public and private);

e accreditation bodies;

o non-governmental organizations (public
organizations, employers, research organizations, etc.);

e student organizations.

The Republican Accreditation Council is an advisory
body of the MES RK, which collectively and publicly
addresses the issue of forming and maintaining the
National Register of Accreditation Institutions (National
Register 1, recognition of accreditation bodies) in the
field of education. Aside from that its functions include
the formation of Register of HEI passed institutional

Preconditions of the beginning of a new stage of the
accreditation process in Kazakhstan were the integration
of higher and postgraduate education in the Bologna
Process; the protection of the Kazakhstan citizens’ rights
to study abroad and in the international labor market;
improvement of the education quality to ensure the
international competitiveness of national education
system; and cooperation with international networks
for quality of education for exchange of information and
the development of comparable criteria and procedures;
promotion of mobility of students and teachers.

Kazakhstan started to deploy the national network of
independent accreditation agencies operating according
to the Bologna criteria:

- own standards of institutional and program
accreditation;

- full or associate membership in international
associations and networks for quality assurance in higher
education;

- lack of affiliation with education institutions.

In order to ensure the quality of accreditation agencies
operating in the Kazakhstan market of educational
services, there was formed a new government strategy of
accreditation of Kazakhstani HEI agreed with the global
trends in the field of accreditation. In Law “On education”
of the Republic of Kazakhstan the term “accreditation of
educational organization” defined as “the accrediting
body’s procedure of recognition of compliance of
educational services to the established accreditation
standards in order to provide objective information about
their quality and confirmation of existence of effective
mechanisms of its increase”.

Modernization of quality assessment system in
education is achieved through the introduction and
deployment of national accreditation procedures.
Accreditation standards actually define the development
strategy of educational institutions. Today accreditation
standards in Kazakhstan are elaborated by the accrediting
agencies themselves, based on ESG. At the same time,
they are agreed with the Kazakhstani and foreign experts
and addressed at the Republican Accreditation Council.

Reforming the normative and legislative base of
the education system, carried out on the basis of State
Program of Education Development in the Republic of
Kazakhstan, provides the ability to change the quality
assessment system in education. The main goal of
introducing accreditation procedures is to ensure quality
assurance of education in the Republic of Kazakhstan in
accordance with the principles of the Bologna Process.
The accreditation procedure allows you to create, find
and disseminate the best practices of internal and

Accreditation is a voluntary procedure, but HEI
at legislative level are motivated to its passing. The
legal consequences of accreditation entail funding
of the educational process from the government, the
opportunity to teach best learners at the expense of state
grants and the reduction of state control procedures.

Both the State Program of Education Development in
the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011- 2020 and the Law
on Education (Art. 10) assumes carrying out following
innovations and amendments, which aimed to change
the quality assurance system of the higher education:

- replacement of state certification system by the
procedure of Institutional Accreditation for the HEIs and
colleges;

- transfer of accreditation functions in public and
professional environment;

- accreditation of educational organizations is carried
out on a voluntary basis;

- organization of education is free to choose any
accreditation body;

- the terms and conditions of accreditation are defined
in the Contract on conducting accreditation between the
educational organizations and accrediting body;

- accreditation body carries out institutional
or specialized accreditation according to its own
accreditation standards (regulations);

- accreditation of educational organizations is
conducted at the expense of the organization of
education;

- educational organizations have the right to pass
national and international institutional, specialized
accreditation in the accrediting bodies, included in the
Register of an authorized body;

- institutes of qualification upgrading have the right
to pass accreditation on the general basis in accordance
with the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Accreditation procedure in the Kazakhstan’s agencies
meets the following requirements:

1. support for the development of internal quality
assurance mechanisms in HEI;

2. assessment of procedures for self-evaluation and
implementation of recommendations;

3. competence and experience of experts, the criteria
for selection of experts, quality and methods of training
the experts;

4. ensuring compliance with the rules, regulations and
conditions of carrying out external expertise (presence
of an independent observer during the work of the
Commission);

5. participation of students;

6. international participation;

On May 31, 2012 at the meeting of the Republican
Accreditation Council the issues of formation and
maintenance of the National Register of accreditation
bodies (recognition of accreditation bodies) in the field of
education were addressed.

At present, according to the Law on Education for HEIs
of Kazakhstan legal implications of accreditation shall be
applicable only in case of passing the accreditation at the
agencies included in the National Register 1. This Register
currently includes two Kazakh agencies — IAAR and
IQAA, and 4 foreign agencies — AQA (Austria), ACQUIN
(Germany), ASIIN (Germany), ABET (USA).

The National Register 1 is open to other agencies.
Kazakhstan’s education community is interested
in its expansion. In order to enter into the Register
accreditation bodies should address with the written
statement to the Republican Accreditation Council. The
decision on inclusion is taken in the case of providing
complete information and its compliance with the
following requirements:

e notarized copies of constituent documents;

e relevant materials and information resources;

e databases of experts of external quality assurance;

e the official website of the organization;

e standards and guidelines for accreditation;

e membership in international quality assurance
networks for Education;

e no affiliation with education Institutions;

e membership in EQAR (for foreign countries);

e membership in the national registry of the country
(for foreign countries).

The most important aspect of this stage is the gradual
transfer of control functions from the state to the public
sector that completely corresponds to modern world
practice.

Mechanisms for stimulating higher education
institutions to use accreditation as a factor
of education quality

Accreditation is a voluntary procedure. It is supposed
that accreditation will be passed only by the best higher
education institutions and educational programs.
Procedures of the state control remain for the others.

Target indicators of the State Program of Education
Development in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-
2020 include the following indicators:

e the number of higher education institutions of
Kazakhstan noted in world universities rankings (2015 -
1,2020-2)

e the share of higher education institutions passed
independent national institutional accreditation on the
international standards (2015 - 50%, 2020 - 65%)

e the share of higher education institutions passed
independent national specialized / program accreditation
on the international standards (2015 - 20%, 2020 - 30%).

The mechanisms for stimulating HEI to pass
accreditation procedures given in the Law during the
period from 2012 to 2015 may include:

¢ Introduction of education qualification document
of own sample for the accredited higher education
institutions;

e Exemption from the state attestation of programs
passed institutional and specialized accreditation;

e Financing (on the basis of the state educational
grants) will be carried out only in higher education
institutions that have passed institutional and specialized
accreditation (the Law “On Education” (with amendments
and addendums) of the Republic of Kazakhstan, art. 62):

- BAdegree (from January 1, 2015);

- MA degree (from January 1, 2014);

- PhD degree (from January 1, 2014).

The Experience of IAAR

As it was mentioned above, today Kazakhstan has
two national accrediting agencies that are included in the
National Register of accreditation bodies in Kazakhstan.
One of them is our agency — Independent Agency for
Accreditation and Rating (IAAR), which was established
in 2011.

During its existence the IAAR have elaborated own
standards and criteria for institutional accreditation
of educational organization and for specialized
accreditation of educational programs. The proposed
Agency’s standards and criteria for institutional and
specialized accreditation are elaborated in accordance
with “Standards and Guidelines for Quality Assurance
in the European Higher Education Area” and consistent
with the practice of foreign agencies.

There are also developed the Guidelines to these
standards which give methodical recommendations
on the organization and conducting self-assessment
procedure on standards and criteria of institutional and
program accreditation, preparation of the report about
the results of self-assessment.

The second edition of standards of institutional
accreditation for medical higher education is approved
according to new edition of the standards of World
Federation for Medical Education (WFME). The draft
of the standards of program accreditation for medical
education is prepared according to WFME standards.

For today the IAAR’s experts have visited 5 state
(Kurmangazy Kazakh National Conservatory, Semey
State Pedagogical Institute, Pavlodar State Pedagogical
Institute, S.D. Asfendiyarov Kazakh National Medical
University, Aktobe State Pedagogical Institute) and 3
private (Turar Ryskulov Kazakh Economic University,
University of foreign languages and business career,
Kazakh University of economics, finance and international
trade) universities of Kazakhstan in the framework of
institutional and specialized accreditation.

For the internationalization of education and
integration into the world educational area universities
should confirm their services and educational programs
are met international standards. That why institutes and
universities seek both national institutional accreditation
and international accreditation of educational programs.

International Accreditation is recognition of relevant
international organization that educational programs
of institution meet applicable requirements of this
organization.

In August, 2011 three educational programs of the
Faculty of Information Technology of Kazakh-British
Technical University which are «Automation and Control»,
«Information Systems», «Computers and Software» have
been accredited by Accreditation Board for Engineering
and Technology (ABET).

ABET was established in 1932 and now it is an
association of 32 professional engineering societies the
task of which is recognition that appropriate educational
programs of universities comply with standards of the
engineering trades and these standards are defined by
a special purpose commission of engineers. ABET has
accredited more than 3,100 educational programs at
660 universities in 23 nations information on which is
available its website www.abet.org. Outside the U.S.,
ABET evaluated if educational programs of foreign
universities “substantially equivalent” to similar USA
programs.

Accreditation process of educational programs at FIT
KBTU proceeded in several stages and the first step was
selection of accreditation agency. While choosing an
accreditation agency several agencies were considered
including ASSIN (Germany), IET (UK), BCS (UK), ACICS
(USA). Having studied and analyzed the information
about agencies, university authority chose ABET as it is
recognized and respective agency providing evaluation of
engineering programs.

In November, 2009 KBTU sent Request of Evaluation
and Request of Approval to the Committee for Control
of Education RK in Astana, which are then sent to the
ABET. These documents are obligated for ABET outside
accreditation. At the faculty special working groups were
formed, the members of which were responsible for
preparation of the Self Study Report. Special trainings
and seminars for teachers, students and officers of the
faculty were conducted to develop the report timely
and in complying with Self Study Report completion
requirements.

In June, 2010 KBTU sent Self Study Reports to ABET.
Upon receipt of the reports, ABET appointed the chairman
and members of the Expert Commission. The Commission
consisted of 3 members (including the chairman), one
member for each accredited program.

During the four-day visit in November, 2010 the
Commission of ABET held meetings with the authority,
teachers and students of the faculty. The Commission
members studied the curriculum and documentation
of accredited programs in detail, visited laboratories,

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- Dear Professor Aubakirova, does the Kazakhstan
music school have its own signature? Or you use the
methods and experience of foreign countries?

Education systems of the countries and continents are
different from each other. The quality of specialists training
depends on traditions of the schools. There are only a few
professional educational centers in the world - New York,
Tokyo, Seoul, Beijing, Shanghai, Paris, London, Moscow,
and Munich. Students do want to study with a well-known
teacher proved himself as a real professional. The most
important fact is an individual contact with a teacher, his
artistic, performing and pedagogical skills.

There is a concept that this or that music school is the
best in a concrete specialization. For example, traditionally,
French are strong winders; Italians are singers; Russians
(Soviet) are pianists and violinists.

Of course, classical music develops on the European
continent, but less popular in the USA, and has
considerable development in Japan, Korea, China and
the former Soviet Union. All these countries have various
types of music schools, among which only a few higher
education institutions known for their traditions in training
professional musicians for the scene. Other institutions
have a big variety of programs, majors, levels of preparation
and its purposes.

In Kazakhstan there is a standard system of the former
Soviet music education which consists of several music
schools (primary), colleges and schools (secondary) and
two musical academic institutions.

But in spite of educational and methodical literature,
there are no general principles for pedagogical process in
the system of music education.

The opinions of musicians, professionals, or amateur are
subjective. Listening to the music sounds we cannot sing
from the same song. You know, one musical composition
can arouse tears of joy and grin at the same time. But it
doesn’t mean that we are dishonest or not objective. It is
very difficult to be objective with criteria. The valuation
in art can’t be common. Sports, exact sciences have the
concrete indicators, but art - not. Fortunately, people
perceive the activity of any artist or musician, its positive
power, brightness, and originality easily. But to perform on
the scene is not as easy as seen.

Musicians-teachers receive the good and even excellent
result in the individual practical trainings, but they
unfortunately, can’t prove it at as scientific theoretical
research.

The problem of quality assessment in a music school or
academy is the most actual task we face. Different ratings,
the internal systems of management control, colleagues,
students, and employers or external experts evaluation,
the systems of state certifications and international
accreditation, of course, are necessary, but don’t give the
answer to the most important questions: what are the

an impact on the load of teachers. And here we should
speak about the future of both a graduate and a teacher.
In these conditions a teacher is always in the process of
development to prove his professionalism, to perfect
himself. However, we understand that processes and
changes in music education cannot be fast. These are slow
processes. But they need to go, need to evolve.

- Professor Aubakirova, credit system recently was
introduced in education process of the conservatory.
How does this assessment system “take root” in the
music school?

The process of changing to this system demanded
reformation of study programs, complex mathematical
calculations, extra time needed for checking of students
written works. But we have obviously positive results:
increasing of students’ attendance; motivation and
initiative developing of students; more accurate criteria for
assessment of their learning activity.

We developed the projects of internal regulations and
documents on the organization of education process within
the credit system: knowledge assessment of students-
musicians, educational methodical complex of discipline,
ECTS, academic mobility, etc.

forms; students actively offer their ideas within «Elective
disciplines»; the catalog of elective disciplines is developed.
“Innovation music and pedagogical technologies” and
“Musicology” departments developed electronic manuals
on music practical and theoretical disciplines. In recent
years there were carried out training seminars on the
credit system.

As a whole, the modernization of education system in
our country has brought a number of conclusive results.
Teaching quality of theoretical disciplines, lectures and
seminars are closer to modern world standards.

At the same time, the teaching of individual disciplines
concerning specifics of art education has many questions.
Not only the CIS music academies, but also European, are
lost in transition problems to common parameters and
standards of education process.

- In your opinion, what other innovations in education
process can help musicians to make a career?

There is a rare specialization «Musical pedagogic
and psychology» in our education process. Teachers
and students of this profession, except the main activity,
demonstrate an active professional position and carry out
various trainings and psychological tests that help students
of all faculties to adapt to conditions of diverse education
process in the conservatory; professional environment;
psychological difficulties of the music profession.

Teaching management in music as absolutely new
specialty in our country suggests the involvement of
foreign experts. In this regard the initiative of the Ministry
of education and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan
to realize the “Visiting Professors” program for higher
education institutions cannot be overestimated. The
famous Russian and western lecturers and teachers visit
with seminars, and Kazakhstan representatives of business
and finance give the lectures and master classes free of
charge in the conservatory, making their contribution to
the development of the career of musicians. | am grateful
to Zarina Arslanova, Zhanat Berdalina, Aida Dosayeva,
Zhannat Satubaldina interested in the creative sphere, and
become teachers for our students sharing experience of
successful management.

Each student can practice skills of a sound producer, a
video engineer and an operator, an author and a host of
music programs on the basis of the sound-recording studio
and TV-radio complex in our conservatory.

We have made significant progress in the development
of our infrastructure through the introduction of new work
methods, technologies and specializations.

Communicating with great people in the world music
students are inspired to meet with the public. It becomes
easier to them to overcome fear and other problems. They
are concentrated on the major problem and stop thinking
about minor and vain problems. At least, my positive
structuring of students helps, and they do their best.

In the recent years | see my students not only as good
pianists, but also as persons realizing their special mission.

In November we will already hold the International
competition of pianists for the sixth time in Almaty.

Intelligence, culture, and professional achievements of
Kazakhstan participants in this competition are results of
hard-work during several decades, talent, enthusiasm and
energy of teachers and students. Today we can see lots of
different competitions and music projects, participants are
almost impossible to do anything, or they have just started
studying, but within the show they are called as «stars»
and «superstars».

Byand large, talented classical musicians are the cultural
elite of mankind; they don’t wait for great instant glory;
people often don’t understand them; in many countries
practically they are unclaimed. Therefore the conservatory
management requires much effort on the organization of
competitions to support the youth, our future colleagues.
The competition fund is high, and attracts very strong
participants. It is also necessary for the development of
music life in the country.

- One of your initiatives aimed to improve pre-
university education is to establish a new type of
education institution on the basis of the conservatory.

We have undertaken the task of expanding the
contingent of music schools, attracting the largest number
of children and youth to music education. Today you can
see children of all ages who never cross our threshold. For
the fourth consecutive year, the experimental studio-school
of arts works in the conservatory. The programs of this
school are aimed to introduce a new model of arts schools
in Kazakhstan. On the basis of this school we develop the
variable, flexible system of musical, and art education, in
general, including the number of training programs for all
categories of students, and adults.

We began to interact more with the system of general
education. Our students carried out several times the
analysis of music skills of pupils in Almaty and the region.

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There were organized meetings with the parents of these
talented children. Students informed the parents about
the results of children diagnostics, extended information
and materials, and got experience. This work allowed
forming effectively the contingent of the experimental arts
school, while most of the music schools suffer from a lack
of children.

The philosophy of the school curriculum, control
measures, development strategy, as a whole, was radically
changed. We have no age limits, or gifts level. Pupils can
study everything at the same time —music, dance, play and
theater, design, pop and jazz art. Many democratic ideas
come during the process and need to be implemented in
education process as soon as possible.

We solve a lot of problems by creating the school.
As | said, it helps to attract a great number of children
to music. The global task is attraction of the general
population to music art, their participation at concerts, in
the conservatory projects, etc.

- You are very energetic person. How do you combine
the full concert activity, work in the conservatory and the
family? What is the main source of your energy?

Actually there are lots of power sources. We take the
most interesting in the process of original idea search,
creative experience, sets of stereotypes. Last time, | caught
myself enjoying risks, feeling «wild» exertion, crunch time,
and sense of adventure. At these moments you feel much
stronger.

I am very lucky in life because | work with interesting
talented people, with fresh ideas. A good and professional
team is also very big generator of energy. The successful
solo concert and beautiful nature, as well as friends and
evening with the family recover me.

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Despite criticisms and controversial assessment
of various rankings and ratings, they have become a
characteristic feature of the modern higher education
context.

Given increasing interest in rankings and the need
for an external independent assessment, the Russian
Ministry of Education and Science launched a project on
developing a methodology for Russian HEIs ranking.

The template methodology for multidimensional
ranking was developed and approbated by the National
Training Foundation in the 2011 to 2013.

The methodology provides a foundation for a
national approach to higher education institutions
(HEIs) performance assessment with due account of the
national higher education system diversity. The ranking
methodology is aimed at attaining the strategic objectives
of a comprehensive assessment of the HEIs performance
and facilitating their integration into the global higher
education area.

The methodology
cornerstones:

e  Application of the rankings quality criteria
developed by the international expert group on Academic
Ranking and Excellence (IREG);

e  Consideration of global and national rankings
construction experience;

e Use of quantitative indicators;

e  Renunciation of an aggregate
application.

The mission of the developed methodology is to
provide reliable data on Russian HEIs’ performance on the
basis of multidimensional ranking to satisfy information
needs of various users groups with due account of the
Russian higher education system diversity

At the beginning of the project in 2011 a comparative
analysis of international, foreign and Russian experience
of rankings’ construction was implemented. The
methodology of the comparative analysis included three
levels:

1st level: assessing ranking methodologies on common
parameters ;

2nd level: assessing ranking methodologies against
IREG audit criteria;

3rd level: identification of permanent and repetitive
quantitative indicators in different rankings and an expert
assessment of these indicators relevance to the Russian
education system development objectives.

The analysis demonstrated that multidimensional
rankings methodologies have greater compliance with
the IREG audit criteria.

Multidimensional ranking does not try to assess
research and teaching activities of universities by a
single, composite measure and reflects diverse needs
of different users groups. This is its key difference from
single dimensional rankings and league tables which

is based on the following

The concept of the template ranking methodology
was developed drawing on the results of the analysis
of international and national approaches to HEls
assessment. (Fig. 1).

The proposed methodology concept identifies the
several groups of users, whose interests and information
needs should be considered:

1.  Prospective students and their parents;

2. Government (central and local);

3.  Employers and the labor market;

4. Academic community (universities, researchers,
lecturers);

5. Business organizations.

To reflect the Russian higher education system
diversity and with account of current HEIs classification
and projects initiated by the Russian Ministry of Education
and Science the following categories of higher education
institutions were included into the pilot ranking:

- Leading universities (Moscow State University, St.

The universities performance was analyzed on the key
academic functions of research, teaching and learning,
internationalization, knowledge transfer, engagement
with regional stakeholders.

Thus, multidimensionality of the methodology is based
on confluence several assessment areas:

e Five HEIs functions: teaching,
knowledge transfer, engagement with
stakeholders, internationalization.

e  HEIs’ groups singled out according to their
missions: leading universities (Moscow State University,
Saint Petersburg University, federal and national
research universities), other universities, engineering
and technical HEls, humanitarian and pedagogical HEIs,
HEIs with economics and law programs, agricultural and
medical universities.

e  Groups of users identified according to their
information needs: prospective students, academic
community, government, business organizations.

The outcomes of the project first stage were presented
at the conference “Professional Education Quality
Assessment System” conducted in the framework of
Education Development Federal Program 2011 — 2015
implementation.

Identification of quantitative indicators to assess
HEls performance was an important element of the
methodology development: the analysis of different
methodologies enabled researchers to single out most
frequently used indicators. These indicators were
assessed by experts in terms of their relevance to the
Russian higher education system development objectives
and inclusion into the template methodology. As the
result 64 indicators on 5 HEIs functions were picked out
for inclusion into the template methodology.

The projectteam startedthe methodology approbation
in 2012.

The approbation started with testing of the indicators
distributed on 5 HEIls functions. The decomposition of
indicators —disintegration of an indicator into its elements
—was the next step. It was carried out in five 5 steps:

e Indicators coding;

e  Constructing a formula for calculating the basic
indicators.

Modeling of the data collection process through
a questionnaire completion was one of the testing
objectives. This enabled the participating universities to
assess the data availability and the workload the collection
implies and researchers could refine the questionnaire
structure. Testing proved the indicators relevance and
feasibility of data collection. It also enabled to refine
definitions of some indictors. The list of indicators was
amended and the total number of indicators equaled 65
(including indicators on HEls profile).

The final structure of the developed tool included 3
sections:

1. The list of 65 indicators on 5 university functions
(including indicators on HEIs profile) with a set of sub-
indicators corresponding to each basic indicator and
methodological recommendations.

2. The list of 86 sub-indicators received after
decomposition distributed on 5 HEIs functions.

3. The questionnaire with 103 indicators on 6
semantic blocks reflecting various aspects of HEls
activities.

The ranking methodology approbation started in
April 2012. It included data collection, data processing
and analysis. Apart from quantitative data, qualitative
information on attitudes, needs and expectations of the
ranking methodology users was collected.

A sample structure construction was an important
step in the approbation process. The sample structure
was presented by the following HEIs groups:

e leading Russian universities (Moscow State
University, St. Petersburg State University);

e Federal universities (9 universities);

e  National research universities (29 HEIs);

e  Higher education institutions which received
government support to implement their strategic
development programs (54 HEIs);

e  Higher education institutions which education
programs listed as the best educational programs
(catalogue 2011 — 2012 “Best education programs:
innovation Russia) (42 HEIs);

e  Higher education institutions recommended by
experts (10 private HEIs);

e  Higher education institutions which expressed
interest in participating in approbation (3 HEIs).

The sample structure took into account HEIs’
categories, HEIs’” regional affiliation, education
development trends, experts’ opinion, HEIs’ interest in
taking part in the project.

All in all 103 higher education institutions from five
federal districts took part in the approbation: they
collected data, sent completed questionnaires and
commented on the methodology tool.

Needs and Expectations was conducted in May-June
2012. It included 10 interviews and 5 focus groups
discussion with the prospective users of the developed
methodology: representatives of federal government,
employers, recruitment agencies, academic community
and students. The outcomes of the quantitative data
collection and qualitative research provided a basis for
the methodology amendment with account of the key
target audiences needs.

The quantitative research included four stages: data
collection, data verification, data processing and data
analysis. Normalizing (by the formula: Xnor. = Xi/Xmax.)
and linear aggregation were applied to process the data.
These standard statistical methods were employed to
construct several rankings: general ranking, ranking on
HEIs functions, ranking by the HEls categories (federal
universities, national research universities, universities
supported by ME and others).

The statistical method of data grouping was used
for data analysis. To receive groups of higher education
institutions that demonstrated high, average and low
performance the statistical method of data grouping
by interval values was used. The following formula was
applied to calculate intervals:

i — interval length, xmax and xmin — maximum and
minimum of a grouping characteristic, n — number of
groups.

Three groups of HEIs that demonstrated high, average
and low performance were called “leaders”, “competitors”
and “catching up” higher education institutions.

As figure 3 demonstrates there are 8 leading
universities, whereas the “catching up” group is much
broader and includes 31 HEls.

The ranking outcomes by HEls functions (fig. 4)
revealed that research and internationalization are the
areas wWhere the higher education institutions have to
concentrate their efforts (there are fewer leaders and
more universities which are “catching up”). Teaching and
learning, as well as knowledge transfer are the functions
in which national universities are more successful.

As one of the methodology objectives is to stimulate
competitiveness of the Russian universities and their
integration into the global higher education area, 13
indicators used in global rankings (ARWU, QS, THE,
Leiden) were included into the tool kit.

These ranking outcomes (Fig. 5) provide some
evidence base on how the universities perform on the
global rankings indicators.

The work on the methodology was carried out in
cooperation with leading international experts in rankings
construction and rankings quality assessment. The draft
methodology was subject for consultation with IREG.
The developed methodology, its approbation outcomes
were presented at the international IREG conference
in 2012, International NTF conference “Rationales for
Internationalization”, IREG forum 2013, NTF workshop
“Prospects for applying the template methodology
for multidimensional ranking” and International NTF
conference “Lessons from Multidimensional Ranking of
Russian Higher Education Institutions: from Piloting to
Practice”.

The approbation allowed to test and to clarify
the multidimensional ranking methodology tool
potential. The rankings enable to make conclusions on
HEIs comparative strengths and weaknesses by HEIs
functions, compare HEIls within each category, and
make cross categories assessments. Application of the
multidimensional approach allows for a qualitative
evaluation of each university, which can be used to develop
recommendations for a university/universities strategic

The Russian and international experts noted that the
rankings results define a vector for development of the
education system, a special emphasis was made on the
need to take into account institutional diversity and the
characteristic features of national education systems. The
important of complying with existing rules and practices
of rankings construction was underlined.

Expert discussions confirmed the importance of
multidimensional assessment of higher education
institutions. Most of the experts agreed on the need to
reduce the number of indictors given that an excessive
amount of indicators hinders data collection and
processing and reduces data validity.

Several further amendments of the methodology were
suggested:

8. Regrouping of the indicators and identifying
“core indicators”.

9. Widening the methods variety for rankings
construction.

10. Developing a system of weights for indicators.

11. Developing proposals to carry out reputational
surveys among students and employers.

12. Exploring possibilities for a new approach to HEIs
classification on the basis of multidimensional ranking.

13. Developing data presentation formats including
creation of the national multidimensional ranking system
portal.

14. Continue the work on elaborating indicators
comparable with those used in international assessments.

The methodology has been amended along the
lines of the experts’ recommendations and reflecting

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the approbation outcomes. The factor analysis has
been carried out, which enabled to reduce the number
of indicators by six. The number of areas for the HEI
performance assessment was reduced by merging the
knowledge transfer and engagement with regional
stakeholders, and distributing the internationalization
indicators across research and teaching and learning
assessment areas (Fig. 6).

Summing up according to Russian and international
expert community the multidimensional ranking
methodology should be applied for a comprehensive
analysis and assessment of HEls performance,
identification of HEls strengths and weaknesses,
construction of special rankings. In IREG experts’ views
the methodology reflects current international trends
in education development and could be used as a tool
for transparent and comprehensive HEIs performance
assessment, taking into account various stakeholders
(students, academic community, business, employers,
and government) needs.

The methodology development demonstrated
the possibility of creating a transparent tool of HEls
assessment with due account of the best international
and national practices, as well as the advantages of
applying ranking outcomes for a comprehensive analysis
of HEIs performance.

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During the implementation of the State Program of
Forced Industrial-Innovative Development of the Republic
of Kazakhstan for 2010-2014, the transition to innovative
development is defined as the main purpose of the
state policy in the field of science and technology, which
provides solution to the following key problems:

- bringing the results of scientific and technical
activity to a degree of readiness for the introduction and
commercialization;

- increase the activity in innovations and creation of
the market for the intellectual property;

- improving the efficiency of state regulation in the
field of science and technology, including rational use of
the state property and intangible assets.

At present, the role of innovative technologies in
shaping the economy’s competitiveness practically
in all countries of the world is of crucial importance.
International experience had shown that overcoming
economic stagnation only through investment is an
insurmountable barrier.

Innovations in the country, especially its
implementation, despite the various measures of the
state, are still unsatisfactory.

The main challenges of technology commercialization
in our country are:

- low investment activity of the business environment;

- the lack of qualified personnel;

- incomplete of current legislation.

The business is not ready to participate in the
implementation of innovative projects, because it is
accompanied by high risks.

One of the reasons is the lack of effective mechanisms
to support and stimulate small and medium business for
the development of innovations.

It should be noted that, for the businesses of
innovations, sources of financing are not available. The
fact is that the time needed to bring innovative idea to the
stage of commercial product is conjugate with problems
of investments attracting, with serious cash gaps. So small
companies due to their limited resources may be lead to
the bankruptcy and financial insolvency. This serious
problem is called the «valley of death.»

The problem of overcoming the «valley of death»
arises in the early stages of the innovation project, when
the company moves from a product prototype to the
stage of the commercial realization. At this stage, risks

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of investments are very high, because of large number of
factors, both commercial and technical.

The other problem of the low participation of the
private sector in the development of innovation is isolation
of the science from business in Kazakhstan. The science
and innovations develop without regard to the specific
needs of industrial production, and investors are not
active to participate in scientific research.

The concept of «technology commercialization»
involves the use of commercial technology, i.e. the use
of the extraction benefits. Therefore, the market of
intellectual products is new for the national economy, but
it is extremely important sector for us.

To become a product needed by the private sector,
research work should take the appropriate «package»
and become «obvious» to the consumer. It means, at a
minimum, to conduct preliminary comprehensive analysis
of the financial and market perspectives of scientific
developments and their future economic and technological

And here the important role is how effective the
process of commercialization which consists of expertise
and selection of scientific developments, investment,
distribution and legal regulation on the future intellectual
property between all parties involved in the process, the
management of the project, implementation of the results
in the production, further modification and maintenance
of intellectual products.

Today, there are no so many examples of successful
commercialization. It can be explained, first of all, by the
lack of clear understanding of the process, mechanisms
of this market and rules of the game. Especially it is a
common for scientists who see the commercialization as
a problem of seeking funding to continue research. They
are not rather interested in the payback, and the need to
consider the interests of investors.

Today the country needs good specialists in the field
of innovations being the connecting link between science
and business. The basics of the innovations management
were not included in the study program in universities,
affecting the development of innovations.

During the years of the formation of the market
economy heads of large enterprises have been mainly
focused on the development of financial management

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and marketing. And the world had gone ahead in
technology and innovation products. They have used
scientific projects developed in the Soviet period well. At
that time the country has invested in basic research and
had a backlog in virtually all sectors. Most participants
do not understand “rules of the game” in the market
of intellectual property, technology transfer, so we go
by our own way without taking into account the needs
of the industrial sector. Foreign partners point out that
technology passed only experimental testing at any
institute, without development in production, is not “the
product of market use”.

In Kazakhstan, the most common method for the
commercial use of intellectual property is to conduct
contract research and development (contractual scientific
works) - traditionally prevailing form of commercialization
in the Soviet Union.

In our opinion, we have not allocated sufficient funding
to bring developed, fundamental and applied research
and technology to the high level, i.e. to develop schedules
of production, full economic analysis, and establishment
of pilot units, models and samples.

Another problem is negative legislation in the area of
commercialization.

In order to regulate the relations between the
participants in the process and mechanisms of
commercialization there is needed relevant legal
regulations.

The government takes different measures to create
appropriate regulation framework.

In particular, the new edition of the Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan «On Science» has an article which
broadly refers to «commercialization of scientific and
technological projects.» These provisions are common
outlines that are insufficient to build the good system,
process of commercialization.

The Law «On the state support of industrial innovation»
has introduced the concept of “commercialization of
technology”, and general provisions, which are not full for
regulatory mechanisms of commercialization.

In order to crate favorable conditions for scientific
and technological development in the country, the
government established the National Scientific and
Technological Holding «Parasat» whose activity is
focused on the formation of the full scientific innovation
cycle - from research to practical application of the

results, commercialization and application of scientific
developments in the real sector of the economy.

During four years the Holding and its affiliated
organizations gained some experience in this direction.

The Holding has internal regulations of selection;
forming and further projects implementation of the
commercialization of technologies. We have and always
expand the list of perspective innovative projects. There
are carried out advisory consultations, and search of
strategic partners and investments.

Among this, the Holding developed the Rules on
commercialization of results of scientific activities which is
the regulatory legal act providing necessary conditions for
the development of this processes in the country.

Concerning questions raised by the interested parties
the Holding developed draft legislation of the Law “On
science”.

The main idea of this draft is to establish and regulate
relations connected with conditions for primary rights
on the use of results of scientific activities, funded by the
state budget.

The purposes of adopting law “On science» are:

- ensuring introduction of results of scientific activities
created at the expense of budgetary funds, in economy;

- stimulating implementation new technologies in
production, including budgetary funded projects.

This bill answers the main world tendencies of the
leading countries. It is known that in foreign countries
creation of the legislation systems promoting vigorous
innovative activity, and also structures and mechanisms
providing optimum conditions for development of
national innovative systems has essential impact on high-
technology sphere of commercialization.

In particular, in 1980-1990 the USA adopted about
fifteen federal laws directed fully or partially on the
problem resolution of the rights to objects of intellectual
property, including state budgetary funded projects, and
also stimulation of commercialization results of researches
and developments. It is known as Bayh-Dole Law (1980),
Stevens-Uaydler’s Law (1980), etc.

Besides, there were developed programs of innovations
support of small enterprises (SBIR) and technology transfer
of small business (STTR) in the USA.

In Great Britain, since 1985, the monopoly of the state
for the inventions made on budget funds is abolished.

The law developed by the Holding will allow eliminating
the current legislation gaps which do not allow successfully
performing innovative activities and implementing the
new technologies.

These gaps of the current legislation were revealed
by the Holding in the implementation process of some
projects of commercialization.

In this regard, the implementation of similar projects
will allow the “Parasat” Holding to reveal the questions
arising, to define optimum decisions and to get the
corresponding experience for their replication at the
national level.

In particular, now the Holding implements a number of
projects at various stages of commercialization.

Now for the purpose of the further
commercialization the Holding works on the creation of
the startup-company which activities will be directed on
the organization of industrial production with potential

investors.

In addition, the Holding implements eight scientific and
technical programs demanded by various key branches in
economy.

On the first stage we work on identification of the most
perspective projects with high potential among other
developed technologies, determine potential consumers
of scientific products, strategic partners and investors.

Along with it there is created the venture fund —
the Joint-stock investment fund of the risk investment
«Parasat» cofounded by the “Parasat” Holding and JSC
National Technology Development Agency. The activities
of the fund will allow without the state participation
at early stages of implementation to create necessary
conditions on commercialization of the most perspective
technologies.

Worldwideexperienceshowsthathighratesofeconomic
growth are reached only by countries which created the
effective system of technologies commercialization. The
country is a key “player” stimulating innovative activities
via various mechanisms of support.

The system of commercialization in Kazakhstan will
allow solving directly or indirectly social and economic
problems as, for example, creating new workplaces and
increasing the competitiveness of economy.

On 11 April, 2013, the International conference
on “Quality Assurance System of Higher Education
in Kazakhstan: New Challenges and Opportunities
in the Bologna Process”, devoted to the prospects of
education development in the context of the international
integration trends, was held in Astana. The Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and
the Bologna Process and Academic Mobility Center hosted
the Conference, with support from the European Quality
Assurance Register (EQAR).

The representatives of Kazakhstan and international
agencies on quality assurance, the Bologna Process
Working Group, EQAR Secretariat, European Association
for Quality Assurance in Higher Education (ENQA),
Foundation for International Business Administration
Accreditation (FIBAA), and representatives of Kazakhstan
universities participated in the work of the Conference.

Within the plenary session there were covered the
main provisions of the Bucharest communiqué in quality
assurance, universities of Kazakhstan were informed
about the possibility to be accredited by foreign agencies
registered in the European Quality Assurance Register
(EQAR). Agencies registered in EQAR also learned more
about the quality assessment system in Kazakhstan. As
a result there were defined the development priorities
of independent quality assurance system of Kazakhstan
within reforms of the Bologna process.

The Agency was presented by the project manager
of institutional and specialized accreditation, Inara
Mukhtarova with the report on “Accreditation of
Kazakhstan educational institutions in a new format:
experience of the IAAR”, focused on standards and criteria
of accreditation for universities, colleges and schools, and
new parameters of the accreditation system in Kazakhstan.

On June 28, 2013, the 2nd meeting of the Republican
Accreditation Council was held in Astana, Kazakhstan.

Since 2011, according to the new provisions of the Law
«On Education» of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated July
27, 2007 No. 319-lll (with amendments and addendums
as of 10/24/2011), the accreditation institution goes into
the system of independent quality assessment.

The Vice-minister of Education and Science of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, Murat Orunkhanov opened the
2nd meeting of the Republican Accreditation Council,
noting positive trends in the development of higher
education, in particular, the system of quality assurance.

During the meeting there were presented reports
of 6 accreditation agencies, included into the National
Register 1: Independent Agency for Accreditation and
Rating (Kazakhstan), Independent Kazakhstan Quality
assurance Agency for Education, ACQUIN (Germany),
ASIIN (Germany), ABET (USA), AQ Austria. The reports
provide information on accreditation procedures of higher
education institutions and study programs, positive
experience and challenges identified during accreditation
processes, and also recommendations for the further
development of quality assurance system.

The second part of the meeting was devoted to the
presentation of new agencies for the inclusion to the
National Register 1 (accreditation agencies). There were
threerepresentativesofforeignaccreditationorganizations
— FIBAA, Commission on the primary and secondary school
education Association Central States MSA-CESS (USA),
Accreditation Council for Business Schools and Programs
ACBSP (USA). Members of the Republican Accreditation
Council observed that the presented agencies do not have
experts from Kazakhstan in their databases; therefore
temporarily rejected applications till all requirements will
be fully met.

During the meeting, the Independent agency for
accreditation and rating submitted the «Standards of
institutional accreditation for institutions of primary, and
general secondary education implementing international
programs». By voting epy Republican Accreditation
Council approved the standards of IAAR for institutional
accreditation of secondary education.
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
